Specific application areas will include: exploration; detailed ore delineation; geotechnical characterisation; and groundwater
evaluation. The techniques that will be discussed include: radar; electromagnetics (DHEM); seismic; resistivitity; induced polarisation (IP); radio imaging; magnetic; and
magnetometric resistivity MMR.
